As the Founder and CEO of Hopkins Breast Cancer Inc., | want
survivors to know that hearing that you have breast cancer does
not have to mean the end. In April 1997 and again in 1999, | was
diagnosed with breast cancer. What got me through was my
unrelenting faith. | love life, and I live my life not thinking about
if the cancer will return, but | live my life knowing that | am the
winner and not breast cancer. | am now twelve years out from
my first diagnosis and eleven years out from my recurrence.

Early, detection, regular self-breast examinations, regular doc-
tors visits and annual mammograms played an integral role in
the disease being caught in time and to my survival.

There are so many women and men who do not have and cannot
afford health insurance. | know the feeling that engulfs you
when you hear the words, “You have breast cancer.” It is awful
when confronted with these words, but it is even more devastat-
ing when you don’t have access to adequate health care. The
expense, stress and anxiety that patients with breast cancer and
their families confront can be overwhelming.
